2012 Arizona 3D Championship Series

Rules and Guidelines for the Grand Champion Shoot-off Rounds
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Top 16 Adult Male and top 16 Adult Female scores from any competitive shooting class after
Sundays round will compete in a head-to head shoot-off Sunday afternoon.

Adult Female Classes will complete 1st with a 45 yard Max then the Adult Male Classes will
compete with a 50 yard max.

Must shoot same equipment shot in tournament with the option of changing out sights and
release mechanism (Finger shooter can shoot a release aid if desired or vice versa).

Same rules apply to shoot-off as in tournament with the exception that the Maximum yardage
will be 45 yards for Female and 50 yards for Males

The 2 minute rule applies during shoot-off

The 1% target- the highest tournament score will go against #16. The higher score will have the
option to choose shooting position. The shooter with the highest score (12s or lower) will
advance to the 2™ target. If the same score is shot by both archers closest to center will
determine the archer advancing. If a tie results in closest to center the 2 archers will shoot the
same target a second time.

The 2™ target- the highest remaining tournament score will go against the lowest score
remaining. The higher score will have the option to choose shooting position. The shooter with
the highest score (12s or lower) will advance to the 3™ target. If the same score is shot by both
archers closest to center will determine the archer advancing. If a tie results in closest to center
the 2 archers will shoot the same target a second time.

The 3™ target- the remaining 4 archers will shoot the same target against each other. Only the
highest scores will advance. This is not a closest to center target and all 4 archers have a
chance to advance without elimination.

The 4" target- the remaining archers if greater than 1 will shoot the same target against each
other. Only the highest scores will advance. This is not a closest to center target and all 4
archers have a chance to advance without elimination.

The 5" target- All remaining archers will shoot one arrow highest score with the tie breaker
being closest to center. If a tie results in closest to center the archers with the tie will shoot the
same target a second time.

The winner will be crowned Grand Campion Male or Female for that leg

Flnal Leg/Champlonshlp Round:
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Top 16 Adult Male and top 16 Adult Female accumulative scores from all 3 Championship
Series events in any adult competitive shooting class after Sunday’s final round will compete in
a head-to head shoot-off Sunday afternoon.

The same format and rules from the first 2 shoot-offs will apply

The Top Female and Male Winner will be Crowned the 2012 Arizona 3D Overall Grand
Champion

Individual class awards will also be given out to the highest total accumulative score from all 3
Championship Series events. (Cubs, Youth, and Adult Classes)
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
